Dear Parents,

December is here and with it brings an exciting month of Holidays and parties! The teachers have many fun projects planned for this month and are switching out fall leaves for winter snowflakes! 

With the coming of December and the winter months also brings the added concern of dangerous winter weather. In the event of icy or dangerous winter weather we do occasionally have to close the center early or close for the whole day. Usually this is only in the event of a level 2-3 weather emergency with very icy conditions, but in the past we have had some bad winter days that have caused us to close our doors. In the case of winter weather you should call my voice mail number and listen to the recording. I will indicate on that recording if the center will be on a delayed opening or closed for the day. The voicemail number is 981-7071. The alert is usually posted between 5:45AM and 6:00 AM.
Please take the time now to make a back up care plan for your children, just in case we do have to close for the day, delay opening, or have to close early.
We do understand the demands of your job as a parent and how important it is for you to be able to secure care for your child so that you can attend work. Please know that the only time we will close is when we feel it is unsafe and dangerous to our employees and your families to drive or to enter our facility. Closing, Early Dismissal, and Delayed Openings are all rare and we will not do so unless it is a safety risk.

Just as a reminder, all packed lunches need to contain the following :

1 meat serving (or protein alternative)
2 fruit and/or vegetable servings
1 grain serving
1 dairy serving (we cover this by offering milk to drink with lunch).

If a lunch does not meet the requirements you could receive a fee of $1 per area that the center had to supplement. 
Let’s keep our children Healthy!

Also please remember to CUT UP ALL FOODS THAT COULD BE CHOKING HAZARADS! Especially grapes and hot dogs! Also please remember that the 2nd floor cannot heat up food, but parents have been putting hot foods in thermoses and it has been working out great, so this can be another option for you.

We will be having small move-ups in January and February, if you have any questions about when your child will be moving up to the next classroom, please let me know!
